O There can be a managerial problem to control match
mechanism as the market grows, so that the policy maker
should identified and prepare for the forthcoming

problems.

O Moreover, as the contract relationships that exist in the
traditional market disappear and one time or per-task
contract are prevailed, it is needed to take head of

reduction in overall productivity.

[ ] Gig economy platform is characterized by the strong network
effect, and emergence of dominant platform is the structural
risk. Anti-competition regulations should be specified for this

new emerging market
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
